Abtract
Implementation Of Qardh on Islamic Banking in Surakarta

Implementation of Qardh on Islamic Banking indicates the signal of irregularities
in the contract. Therefore, this study aimed to analyze about Qardh implementation on
Islamic Banking in Surakarta based on Islamic Law. The approach used in thisresearch is
phenomenology. This approach is used to obtain information related to the understanding
and experience of Mugridh (lenders) and Mugqtaridh (debtor). The methods of data
collection are in-depth interviews, observation, and documentation, while the analysis
taken is Interpretative Phenomenological Analysis (IPA) and Syar'i Analysis.

The study was conducted on several Islamic Banks, namely PT Bank Muamalat
Indonesia, PT Bank Syariah Mandiri, PT Bank Negara Indonesia Syariah, and Islamic
Business Unit of PT Bank Tabungan Negara that located in Surakarta. Informants from
Mugridh in this study include officer / staff of Commercial Bank and Islamic Business
Unit, while informants from Mugqtaridh are the customers of Islamic banks.

Interpretative Phenomenological Analysis (IPA) results show that according to
the experience of Mugridh and Mugqtaridh, the implementations object of Qardh on
Islamic Banking in Surakarta include Salary Down Payment, Hgjj Bailout Fund, Gold
Rahn, and Hawaah, while the results of the study concluded that based on Syar'i
Analysis, most of Qardh objects are not in accordance with the Principles of Amanah and
Theory of Maslahah, and most contracts used on Qardh are violated.

The proposed ideas is for developing Qardh object, that refers to a social object
that has a high Maslahah value for Muslim society in Indonesia, with contract which does
not violate Shar’i, such as replace Salary Down Payment into Murabaha financing, Hajj
Bailout Funds become Hajj Savings, Gold Rahn becomes Rahn Tagjily, and Hawalah bil
Mudaraba / Hawaah bil Musharaka become Syirkah Amlak and Musharaka
M utanagishah.
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
