Mencermati peran sektor industri pengolahan yang penting, maka analisis
terhadap perkembangan produktivitas sektor industri pengolahan di 33 provinsi
Indonesia dipandang perlu, terutama untuk melihat kesinambungan pertumbuhan
output di sektor industri pengolahan. Tujuan studi ini, yaitu menguji dan
menganalisis pengaruh secara parsial dan simultan upah minimum, physical
capital per worker, human capital, dan penanaman modal dalam negeri terhadap
produktivitas tenaga kerja sektor industri pengolahan di 33 provinsi Indonesia.
Metode yang digunakan dalam studi ini yaitu Regresi Data Panel periode 2010-
2014. Hasil studi ini menunjukkan bahwa secara simultan upah minimum,
physical capital per worker, human capital, dan penanaman modal dalam negeri
terhadap produktivitas tenaga kerja sektor industri pengolahan di 33 provinsi
Indonesia, sedangkan secara parsial upah minimum, modal fisik per tenaga kerja
sektor industri, angka harapan hidup, dan penanaman modal dalam negeri
berpengaruh signifikan terhadap produktivitas tenaga kerja sektor industri
pengolahan di 33 provinsi Indonesia

Looking at the role of the manufacturing sector is important, then the
analysis of the development of the productivity of the manufacturing sector in 33
Indonesian provinces deemed necessary, especially for the sustainability of the
growth of output in the manufacturing sector. The purpose of this study, which
examine and analyze the effect of partial and simultaneous minimum wage,
physical capital per worker, human capital, and domestic capital investment on
labor productivity in the manufacturing sector Indonesia's 33 provinces. The
method used in this study is the Panel Data Regression 2010-2014. The results of
this study showed that simultaneous minimum wage, physical capital per worker,
human capital, and domestic capital investment on labor productivity
manufacturing sector in 33 provinces of Indonesia, while partial minimum wage,
physical capital per worker industrial sector, figures life expectancy, and
domestic investments have a significant effect on labor productivity in the
manufacturing sector Indonesia's 33 provinces
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
